Background

Global MediaWorks (UK) Limited, ('the Company') is a wholly owned subsidiary of Reliance MediaWorks Limited.
The Company is primarily engaged in the business of film distribution and film services in the territory of United
Kingdom, Benelux and also has a visual effects and processing lab facility in London.

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements ofthe Company have been prepared under the historical cost convention on the accrual basis

in accordance with the Accounting Standards ('AS') notified in the Companies (Accounting Standard) Rules, 2006 to
the extent applicable to the Company.
The Company maintains its books of accounts in Great Britain Pound (GBP), the local currency in United Kingdom.
These financial statements have been prepared in GBP and presented in Indian Rupees (Rs.) and GBP. The
Management of the Parent Company considers the operations of the Company as being integral to its operations and

hence the financial statements have been translated in Indian rupees under the integral method of translation as

specified in AS - I I (Revised) "The Effects ofChanges in Foreign Exchange Rates".

l. Significant Accounting Policies

a) Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles ('GAAP') in
lndia requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and

liabilities and the disclosures ofcontingent liabilities on the date of the financial statements. Management believes

that the estimates made in the preparation of financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Actual results could

differ from those estimates. Any revision to accounting estimates is recognized prospectively in current and

future oeriods.

Revenue

Sales represents amounts receivable for goods and services net ofVAT.

Revenue is recogrrized to the extent it is probable that economic benefits will flow to the Company and the

revenue can be reliably measured. The amount recognized as sales is exclusive of value added tax and net of
trade discounts if any.

Revenue on distribution of movies is recognized upon date of releases / exhibition. Revenue from sale ofDVD is

prirnarily recognized when there is deiivery of goods. Revenue from the laboratory is recognized upon

completion of the related processing /printing.

Revenue from processing of digital content is recognized using the proportionate completion method. Use ofthe
proportionate completion method requires the Company to estimate the efforts expended to date as a proportion

ofthe total efforts to be expended. Efforts expended have been used to measure progress towards completion, as

there is a direct relationship between efforts expended and contracted output.

Deferred Tax :

Income Tax expense consists of current tax expense and the net change in the deferred tax asset or liability
during the period.

Cunent Income Taxes
The current income tax expense from operations consists of federal and state income taxes payable by the

Comoanv under the laws of United Kinedom.

Deferred income taxes

Defened tax assets and liabilities are recognized for the future tax consequences of temporary differences

between the carrying values of assets and liabilities and their respective tax bases.

Deferred tax assets are recognized only to the extent there is reasonable certainty that the assets can be realized

in future. However, where there is unabsorbed depreciation or carried forward loss under taxation laws,

defened tax assets are recognized only if there is a virtual certainty of realization of such assets. Deferred tax

assets are reviewed as at each balance sheet date and written down/up to reflect the amount that is

reasonably/virtually certain (as the case may be) to be realized.

Foreign currency transactions

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are recorded at the exchange rate prevailing on the date of the

transactions. Exchange differences arising on foreigp exchange transactions settled during the period are

recognized in the statement of profit and loss of the period. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in

foreign currencies as at the balance sheet date are translated at the closing exchange rates on that date; the

resultant exchange differences are recognized in the statement ofprofit and loss.

Non-monetary items which are carried at historical cost denominated in a foreign currency are reported using

the exchange rate at the date ofthe transaction.

Foreign currency translation

The financial statements are reported in Indian rupees in accordance with AS-l I - 'The Effects ofChanges in

Foreign Exchange Rates' which specifies trarslation of foreign subsidiaries on the basis oftheir classifrcation

as integral / non-integral to the operations ofthe Holding Company.

Subsidiaries which are classified as integral: Translation of the local currency financials of integral operations

tt p".f."""d t" .*pect of assets and liabilities other than fixed assets, using the exchange rate in effect at the

bjance shea date and for revenue and expense items other than the depreciation costs, using average

exchange rate during the reporting period.

Fixed

assets are translated at exchange rates on the date of the transaction and depreciation on fixed assets is

translated at exchange rates used for translation ofthe undedying fixed assets'

Subsidiaries which are classified as non-intesal: Translation of local currency financials of non-integral

op".utio.r. ouh"."itt the translation of the local currency balances of the assets and liabilities are translated at

the exchange rate in effect at the balance sheet date and for revenue and expense items at the average

exchange tut" d*iog the reporting period. Net exchange differences resulting from the above translation of
the financial statements is accumulated in a 'Foreign currency translation res€rve', disclosed as Reserves and

surplus.

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated into sterling at the rates of
e*change ruling at the balance sheet date- Transactions in foreign currencies are recorded at the rate ruling at

the date ofthe transaction. All differences are taken to statement of profit and loss'

Leases

The Company recognizes lease rental on a straight line basis over the term ofthe lease agreement.

g) Impairment

The Company reviews longJived assets, including intangible assets and Goodwill, for impairment whenever

events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amounts ofthe assets may not be fully recoverable.

The Company generally evaluates assets (or Cash generating units) for impairment. If the sum of the expected

discounted future cash flows is less than the carrying amount of the assets, the Company recognizes an

impairment charge in the amount by which the carrying value ofthe assets exceeds their fair market value.

h) Provisions and contingencies

Provisions comprise liabilities of uncertain timing or amount. Provisions are recognized when the Company

recognizes it has a present obligation as a result of past events, it is more likely than not that an outflow of
resources will be required to settle the obligation and the amount can be reasonably estimated.

A disclosure for a contingent liability is made when there is a possible obligation or a present obligation that

may, but probably will not require an outflow of resources. When there is a possible obligation or a present

obligation in respect of which the likelihood of outflow of resources is remote, no prodsion or disclosure is

made.

Loss contingencies arising from claims, litigation, assessment, fines, penalties, etc. are recorded when it is

probable that a liability has been incurred and the amount can be reasonably estimated'

Provisions and Continqencies

There are currently a few claims that have been made against the company
Digital Domain Media Group, a company in the United States, pursued a legal action against Reliance Media

Works Limited, Reliance Media Works Entertainment Services Limited, Global Media Works (UK) Limited for
an amount of GBP 1.7 Million under USA Bankruptcy rules. The directors are disputing this action vigorously.

The Company has surrendered its lease for its UK office and is in litigation with the landlord.

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There is also legal action against the company for non- payment of rates, VAT, payroll taxes. Management has
been in contact with HM Revenue and Customs in order to determine any outstanding tax liabilities with a view
to settling them. However management believes there should be no such liabilities outstanding to pay as the
company has ceased trading.

The directors are ofthe opinion that no liabilities should be payable, as the company has ceased trading.

15. The Company is engaged primarily in Film Services operations during the year hence no reporting with respect
to segrnents has been done.
